Frauen sind, ist al's eine weitere Form der Diskriminierung zu betrachten. Es werden zwel Kategorien, jene
der ,,Black Women" und der , White Ladies*, konstruiert, innerhalb derer Homogenitét suggeriert wird. Ich
habe diese Begrifflichkeiten von Ruth Elizabeth Burks tbernommen, die in ihrem sehr aufschlussreichen
Essay ,, Gone With the Wind: Black and White in Technicolor”, das Wort ,, Women* fir schwarze und
»Ladies* fir weil3e Frauen verwendet, um unsere Aufmerksamkeit auf folgende Tatsache zu lenken:

[...] that during the period in which the novel takes place, and, for many years thereafter, only white women
were considered ladies, and only then if they had earned that title through their chaste and moral behavior;
hence, Rhett should be taken literally aswell as figuratively when he remarks in the beginning of Gone With
the Wind that Scarlett is no lady and at its end that Melanie is agreat lady.
